· In four years at Clayton State-compiled a 99-30
record, 25-7 average/season, .767 winning percent
age, including four consecutive NCAA Division II
National Tournament appearances, Winningest head
coach ever at Clayton State.

· In Peach Belt Conference play - 55-17, 14-4 average,
including three conference championships, one
runner-up finish, and two conference tournament
championships.

· Led Clayton State to its best season in 2006-07,
finishing 29-6 overall, winning the Peach Belt
Conference Championship, PBC Tournament
Championship, hosting and winning the NCAA
Division II South Atlantic Regional Championship,
advancing to the NCAA Division II Women’s Elite
Eight, finishing in the “Final Four” in the nation.

· His 2006-07 Laker team was ranked in the Division II
Top 25 all season, including a final No. 4 ranking in
the nation.

· Selected the Peach Belt Conference Coach of the Year
after the 2006-07 season.
